Core funding provides UNFPA with the
flexibility to plan ahead and to respond to
emerging crises. As one of UNFPA’s top five
bilateral humanitarian donors, the United
Kingdom helps UNFPA deliver life-saving aid,
sexual and reproductive health, and gender-
based violence protection services to the
most vulnerable women and girls, in places
such as Afghanistan, Somalia and Ukraine. 

Provider of life-saving supplies 
In 2023, the United Kingdom maintained its
position as the top donor to the UNFPA
Supplies Partnership, which provides critical
maternal health medicines in many of the
world’s lowest-income countries. Between
2008 and 2020, the programme is estimated
to have prevented 89 million unintended
pregnancies and 1.6 million child deaths.
