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Extensions of country programmesin the West and Central Africa region

Note by the Executive Director

Summary

The present note contains information on the second one-year
extensions of the UNFPA country programmes for Guinea-Bissau and
Mali, and the two-year extension of the UNFPA country programme
for Cote d’Ivoire.

In accordance with established procedures, the Executive Director
approves the first one-year extension of a country programme, while
requests for second one-year extensions and requests for two-year
extensions are submitted to the Executive Board for approval.

The Executive Board may wish to: (a) approve the second one-
year country programme extensions for Guinea-Bissau and Mali, as
indicated in table 1; and (b) approve the two-year country programme
extension for Céte d'lvoire, as indicated in table 2.
