REGIONAL CONFERENCE ON POPULATION AND DEVELOPMENT IN LATIN AMERICA
AND THE CARIBBEAN

At its meeting held in Quito from 4 to 6 July 201the Ad Hoc Committee on Population and
Development of the Economic Commission for Latinékioa and the Caribbean,

Recalling resolution 536(XXV) by virtue of which the Econontmmmission for Latin America
and the Caribbean adopted, in 1994, the Latin Axarrand Caribbean Regional Plan of Action on
Population and Development, established the ECLASSisnal Ad Hoc Committee on Population and
Development with ultimate responsibility for monitay and reviewing issues relating to populatiod an
development, including the Plan of Action itselfidaprovided for the election of Presiding Officéos
ensure continuity in the coordination, monitoringdareview between meetings of the Ad Hoc
Committee,

Bearing in mind that the Commission decided by virtuere$olution 604(XXX) of 2004 that the
Committee would act as the intergovernmental boilly vesponsibility for the regional follow-up ofeéh
Madrid International Plan of Action on Ageing,

Bearing in mind also that, pursuant to resolution 615(XXXI) of 2006, t®mmittee was
commissioned to monitor the issue of internationigration,

Taking into account the provisions of paragraph 20 of the agreementgtad by the Ad Hoc
Committee in 2010 anéndorsed in resolution 657(XXXIIl), according to ian the agenda of the
ordinary sessions of the Ad Hoc Committee shoultec@ssues relating to indigenous peoples and Afro-
descendent populations in Latin America,

Noting that member States requested by virtue of resolu@44(XXXIl) of 2008 that the
meetings of the Ad Hoc Committee should be extenldedat least two days, owing to the added
responsibilities assigned to it, and that the @adirsessions of the Committee in 2010 and 2012 were
therefore held independently of the thirty-thirdlahirty-fourth sessions of the Commission,

Taking into account also resolution65/234, by virtue of which the General Assemblyided to
extend the Programme of Action of the Internatiddahference on Population and Development and the
key actions for its further implementation beyor@l2, and requested also the Secretary-General to
present a report based on the review and considleraftthe implementation of the Programme of Agtio
to the Commission on Population and Developmeits &rty-seventh session,

Considering thatin resolution 657 (XXXIII) of 2010, member Stateghiighted the importance
of considering population and development issuesh@ development proposal put forward by the
Economic Commission for Latin America and the Clagidin and contained in the docum@ime for
Equality: closing gaps opening trails,' as well as in public policies adopted at the natidevel,

Consequently, and with the intention of facilitating and increasing the regional coordiaatand
follow-up of population and development issuesluding South-South cooperation

1. Decides that the Ad Hoc Committee on Population and Devalempt of the Economic
Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean Wwél renamed the Regional Conference on
Population and Development in Latin America andGhaebbean;

Transfers all the functions of the Ad Hoc Committee on Pogiala and Development of the
Economic Commission for Latin America and the Claeilin to the Regional Conference on
Population and Development in Latin America and @&ribbean, which will perform its
functions in the light of, and with full respectrfahe Programme of Action of the International
Conference on Population and Development and thadégons for its further implementation;

Resolves thatthe Regional Conference on Population and Developime_atin America and the
Caribbean will meet every two years and that iteskling Officers will meet at least once
between ordinary sessions of the Conference;

Sresses the importance of the participation ofvil society in the sessions of the Regional
Conference on Population and Development and tlegings of its Presiding Officers;

Decides that the Regional Conference on Population and Dpweent in Latin America and the
Caribbean may create working groups on priorityuéss in the field of population and
development to assist it in fulfilling its functisn

Urges member States to establish or strengthen a natimaadinating mechanism to facilitate
the implementation and follow-up of the Programrhéation of the International Conference on
Population and Development beyond 2014 and to sach @ermanent interlocutor with the
Regional Conference;

Requests the secretariat of the Economic Commission folirL&tmerica and the Caribbean to
convene the first session of the Regional Conferemt Population and Development in Latin
America and the Caribbean in 2013 and to adoph@sdntral theme thereof the Programme of
Action of the International Conference on Populatiand Development beyond 2014, and
requests also the secretariat, in close coordimatith the Presiding Officers of the Conference
and in collaboration with the United Nations Pogiola Fund, to prepare the relevant substantive
documentation;

Requests the United Nations Population Fund and the othenpmtent funds, programmes and
specialized agencies to make their contributioesapropriate, to the activities to be carried out
by the Regional Conference on Population and Dewedmt in Latin America and the Caribbean;

Thanks the Government of Uruguay for its offer to hose tfirst session of the Regional
Conference on Population and Development in LatimeAca and the Caribbean, which will be
held in the second half of 2013.



AGREEMENT 2

POPULATION, TERRITORY AND SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT, AND OTHER PRIORITY
ACTIVITIES

The countries attending the meeting of the Ad Hoc Committee on Population and Development of the

Outcome; as well as resolution 60/265 adopted byGkneral Assembly of the United Nations on 30 June
2006,

against Women, the Platform for Action adoptedhat Fourth World Conference on Women in Beijing in
October 1995, and the Brasilia Conserfsaslppted at the eleventh session of the Regionafe@mce on

8. Urges member States to include among the comprehensimlsand reproductive health services
measures to prevent, or treat cases of, unsafdi@bhomcluding pre- and post-abortion counsellimg
accordance with national legislation;

9. Calls for the promotion and implementation of measures suenthat men become involved in
considering their own sexual and reproductive heattd that of their partners, including access uality
sexual and reproductive health services which piefar their specific needs;

10. Urges member States to redouble their effortsnisure accountability in terms of the effective
implementation of policies, programmes and natiomalestment geared to fulfilling the Millennium
Development Goal relating to women'’s and childréw@alth;

11. Reaffirms the importance ofnternational cooperation for the effective impleration of the
Cairo Programme of Action and exhorts member Statdshe funds, programmes and specialized ageoicies
the United Nations to mobilize sufficient resouraéshe national and international levels in ordespeed up
implementation of the Cairo Programme of Action;

12. Underscores the importanceof ensuring that the Governments of Latin Amerieanl Caribbean
countries consider the progress made and obsfackss at the national level in their efforts to lempent the Cairo
Programme of Action, on the basis of the analystarely and accurate information and with the iogration of
civil society;

13. Reaffirms the agreements set forth in resolution 615(XXdfppted at the thirty-first session of
the Economic Commission for Latin America and tregikibean, invites the Governments that have not yet
done so to consider signing and ratifying the imitional Convention on the Protection of the Righftll
Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families amdtes those Governments that have already sigmed t
instrument to guarantee its full implementation;

16. Exhorts member States to advance towards the consolidatipfanning systems that help to build
equitable societies, free of social exclusion, &sighing public policies geared to reducing gapkerguality of life
and in the exercise of the rights of all person#f) @mphasis on the living conditions of human gsiand their
relationship with the territory where they live;

17. Recognizes the importance of strengthening State structurad the strategic role played by
machineries for the advancement of women as weétieaseed to endow these machineries with autormmyvith
the necessary human and financial resources tdeethedn to have a cross-cutting impact on the stre®f the
State with a view to building strategies for promgtvomen’s autonomy and gender equality;

18. Reaffirmsthe commitment to design and strengthen univeesal golicies and services, based on recognition of
the need for care and the notion of sharing theigiom of care between the State, the private secitdl society

and households, as well as between men and womarmf strengthening dialogue and coordination betwesl
stakeholders;

19. Exhorts member States to implement fully the ProgrammeAdfon of the International Conference on
Population and Development, the Beijing PlatformAgation and the Brasilia Consensus of 2010 anstép up
their efforts to achieve gender equality, with eagié on the physical autonomy of women, the ertolicaf all
forms of violence and discrimination against thexocess by women to stable jobs within the laboukeba
regulation and enforcement of laws enacted onegeeqguality and the guarantee of the sexual anddegtive
rights of women, including access to sexual antbttive health-care services;

20. Appeals to members States to ensure that, in the formulam@himplementation of development
plans, policies and programmes at all political aatininistrative levels, account is taken of poporat
dynamics, including changes in the age structurthefpopulation, the spatial distribution theremfd the
medium- and long-term sectoral consequences of gepbic change, bearing in mind the specific
implications of such dynamics at the territorialde

21. Urges member States to participate actively in the mageting of the Regional Council for
Planning of the Latin American and Caribbean lo#titfor Economic and Social Planning, to be held in
Brasilia in November 2012, in order to incorporptsulation factors more fully in the long-term wisiand
strategic planning for development;

22.Urges also member States to continue their efforts to implenhgly the Cairo Programme of Action,
with special attention to urbanization, mobilitydamigration, and territorial development;

23. Calls on member States to bear in mind the importancerofoiy as the key element in sustainable
development and to reduce territorial inequalitazxe these exacerbate economic, social and emératal
inequities, between subnational divisions as veglieiween countries;

24, Encourages member States to build more closely coordinamegrated and cohesive territories by
adopting active territorial policies, inspired byvaion of sustainable development and designedettice
asymmetries between urban and rural areas, betsvaal, intermediate and large cities and betweelated
populations and those that live in small ruraleeients;



25.Exhorts member States to step up their efforts towardsmtmtration and decentralization and to
strive to bring fundamental basic services sucuadity education and health care closer to antiwiéccess
of the entire population;

26. Calls on member States to consider effectively involving tommunity in decisions relating to
decentralization that affect them and effectivelpaating resources and technical capacities toatidnal
governments in order to reduce the inequalitiestthae existed in the past between the differentdees;

27.Urges Governments to formulate strategies for developiiegy system that encompasses territorial
planning and environmental sustainability in orderpromote orderly and sustainable urban growth and
strengthen all the segments of this system, inetuititermediate and small cities;

28. Invites Governments to consider border areas as areaterdtion and integration between countries,
andrecommends that steps be taken to improve the quality ofiifthese areas, and to promote decent treatment fo
migrants, bearing in mind their specific cultunalits and particular needs in terms of sexual aproductive
health;

29. Exhorts member States to promote respect for and fullémphtation of the provisions of the United
Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenousgies) in accordance with the legal framework ohe@iate, and
to ensure that these rights are upheld, taking auosideration the revival of alternative approachkad
development proposals, such as “good living” oe‘Gjood way of living” gumak kawsay);

30. Urges member States to strengthen comprehensive angivelmechanisms and policies on youth in
order to advance towards the recognition and gtewani the rights of adolescents and young pewaieding the
right to comprehensive education on human sexualttile respecting the informed decisions that eslm#nts may
make concerning their sexuality; to provide actes®mprehensive sexual and reproductive healificesr and to
ensure continuing education for pregnant girlsyamehg mothers;

31. Also urges member States to put into practice the agreenestéblished in resolution 2012/1 on
adolescents and youth, adopted by the Commissi®opulation and Development at its forty-fifth sess

32. Appeals to member States to guarantee sufficient fingrisiahan and technological resources in order
to increase the provision of quality public sersider comprehensive health care for women, andrampte
conditions conducive to the exercise of the seandlreproductive rights of women and adolescelstigiall their
diversity, throughout their life cycle and for dik different population groups, without discrintioa of any kind,
subject to the relevant national legislation;

.33. Encourages the countries of Latin America and the Caribbeaaddress the specific population and
development challenges they face by means of gslmn climate change, international migration, rermnental
vulnerability, the HIV epidemic, adolescent pregries, maternal mortality and gender-based violengarticular
in populations with increased vulnerability; to tarsgee universal access to education, informatiohsaxual and
reproductive health services, with emphasis orattidescent and young population; and to alloeseurces for
improving sociodemographic and health informatigstems;

34. Urges member States to bring their statistical work @ieddesign of information systems in line with
the programme aobjectives that are part of theieldgwment proposals;

35. Reterates that it is important for member States to improlata sources, particularly population
censuses, vital statistics and specialized suneaybio allocate sufficient financial and humaroteses for this
purpose; and stresses the importance of develagstgms that provide reliable, timely, quality, igéerenced,
national statistical information, disaggregateddsx and age group, to facilitate decision-making the
formulation, follow-up and appraisal of developmgulicies and programmes, including the appropriate
follow-up of United Nations summits and conferences

36. Recommends that member States build or strengthen institatifor addressing population and
development issues at the national and subnat@reds;



37. Requests that the secretariat, in coordination with the sRiimg Officers of the Regional
Conference on Population and Development in LatineAca and the Caribbean and with support from the
United Nations Population Fund, continue, with degard to the links between population and devetpm
to give priority to the following issues from a gkm perspective: determinants and consequences of
demographic trends; sociodemographic inequitiesternal and child mortality; sexual and reproductive
health; youth; ageing and older persons; indigenpesples and Afro-descendent populations in Latin
America and the Caribbean; international and imtemigration; sources of sociodemographic infororati
(population censuses and vital statistics), and amumesources training in the fields of demographg a
population and development;

38. Requests the secretariat to support Governments in adopimgaccountability framework and
implementing the recommendations of the Commissiorinformation and Accountability for Women’s and
Children’s Health, with a view to advancing towattie health targets for women and children estadis
under the Millennium Development Goals;

39. Also requests the secretariat, through the Latin American andlaan Demographic Centre —
Population Division of ECLAC, to continue to proeitechnical assistance to the Working Group on @Gass
of the Statistical Conference of the Americas ideorto assist countries with the generation, amalgad
dissemination of up-to-date census information ihaf economic, social and environmental relevance

40. Encourages the secretariat to continue, through its intedaciivith the inter-agency groups, to
coordinate efforts with other international and titatieral agencies in order to implement priorittigities
relating to population and development for the fielwé member States; angges it to promote and expand
South-South cooperation and sharing of best pextic

41. Requests the secretariat to maintain its support for countriegpioviding statistical visibility to
indigenous peoples and Afro-descendent populatainkatin America and the Caribbean by seeking to
develop specific and innovative indicators, to ¢ to monitor at the regional level the issudatiry to
these population groups in Latin America and thelibaan;
